Yindyamarra (Indyamarra), is a powerful value of
respect; to be gentle, polite, honour and do slowly.
It is the heart of our way of being and doing.
Wiradjuri Law demands that we have profound
respect for each other, and we do things slowly
and with care.

As Aboriginal people we are drawn to the river,
Milawa (Murray River). The Milawa is an old man of
our lore, telling a thousand stories. Milawa
connects us to our cousins up and down its 2,400
km chronicle.

The sculptures along the Yindyamarra Sculpture
Walk resonate with the Milawa lore. The Milawa
holds our history and inspires our cultural
practices. We ask that you respect the sculptures
and do not climb on them.
